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Founded in 1945, MAF (Mission Aviation Fellowship) is an interdenominational Christian 
ministry serving isolated and unreached people worldwide. MAF is an indispensable servant to 
other agencies and Christian organizations that are increasingly becoming indigenous.  

 
MMiissssiioonn  SSttaatteemmeenntt::  Sharing the love of Jesus Christ through aviation and technology so that 
isolated people may be physically and spiritually transformed. 
 
Of the 5,838 
people groups represented, 3,498 have been identified by the Joshua Project as among the least 
reached in the world. Daunting geographical barriers isolate people living in remote areas. These 
barriers prevent access to the Gospel, Kingdom resources, and life-sustaining services.

MAF 
services enable and maximize evangelism and church nurture, medical assistance, disaster 
response, and community development, as well as national training and capacity building through 
discipleship, skills training, and leadership development.��������
 
IImmppaacctt::    In fiscal year 2008, the MAF fleet of 52 aircraft executed 36,831 flights, logged more 
than 2.67 million miles, transported 120,343 passengers, and delivered 10,305,607 pounds of 
cargo¾ all on 1,700 rough, unimproved dirt and grass airstrips, as well as waterways.

Geographical barriers, such as mountains, jungles, ever-
changing rivers, swamps, and deserts, often mean that 
those living in remote areas lag centuries behind the living 
standards and education levels of the modern world.  
 
Primitive communities live isolated behind formidable barriers. These barriers 
impede or prevent access to the Gospel and to the resources necessary to 
advance God’s Kingdom. Those who minister in remote villages face nearly 
insurmountable barriers to their calling. For example … 
 
¨̈¨¨  For years, the villagers in Long Top, a remote village in eastern 

Kalimantan, had been clearing an airstrip. Inspecting the strip before 
sending in an MAF plane meant flying to the nearest airstrip in Long 
Lebusan, traveling four hours through the jungle, battling leeches, and climbing 
white-water rapids in a small canoe powered by a lawn mower motor. The return

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trip was even worse, shooting down the rapids. Sometimes the canoe had to be 
eased down over rocks with ropes while the MAF team scrambled down the 
rocks to meet the boat at the bottom. Thankfully, the airstrip passed inspection 
and opened in November 2006.  

¨̈¨¨  The Amazon basin of Ecuador almost completely lacks 
all-weather roads. A few gravel or dirt roads extend east 
from the Pan-American Highway, mostly in the northern 
part of the region. Air travel provides the only link with 
the rest of the country. With the help of MAF, Hospital 
Vozandes is able to serve the population of that region 
with the love and compassion of Jesus Christ. 

 
 

Situated as we are on the edge of the Amazon jungle, patients come to us by 
small MAF planes from the jungle, or by road from the mountain area. Because 
of the terrain in which people live and work, we treat many victims of 
snakebites, falls from trees, dynamite, fishing, chain saw injuries, and gunshot 
wounds, to name a few.

Basic services such as schools and health clinics are unavailable in most remote locations. As a 
result, untold millions still live in heart-wrenching poverty.  
 

Healthcare needs are immense. The little medical attention available is grossly inadequate. 
Disasters, accidents, sickness, and medical complications pose deadly challenges. 
 

MAF ministers in countries where medical problems 
are severely worsened by the deadly effects of 
poverty, superstition, and crumbling economic 
infrastructures. Miles from the nearest hospital, isolated 
by rugged terrain and the lack of passable roads, 
thousands upon thousands cannot be reached without air 
service. 
 

Epidemics can rage unchecked, wiping out entire 
villages¾¾¾¾ all because reaching them takes days, 
weeks, or even months.

(WHO), the World Bank, and other leading agencies …  

¨  Each year, 20 million children die from preventable diseases such as measles or polio.  
¨  The average person in the developing world uses

cooking, and drinking¾ the total equivalent of one 
toilet flush.  

¨  Some 2.2 million children die each year from diseases 
associated with lack of access to safe drinking water, 
inadequate sanitation, and poor hygiene.

Floods, earthquakes, famines and wars take a heavy toll each year in 
the countries where MAF serves.  
 
September 2008—A hurricane and three 
tropical storms battered the island nation of 
Haiti. Raging floods killed hundreds of people 
and destroyed homes, animals, and crops. 
Damaged roads prevented aid workers from 
delivering food, water, and medical supplies. 
 
November 2007—Cyclone Sidr hit Bangladesh, 
displacing four million people, killing an 
estimated 3,000, and destroying 3,000 homes. 
Entire villages were washed away, wells contaminated, and the country’s rice crop was 
damaged. 
 
September 2007—Hurricane Felix struck the northern Caribbean coast of Nicaragua with 
Category Five strength, affecting some 50,000 people. An estimated 100 people died, 8,000 
houses were destroyed, and another 9,000 partially destroyed. Displaced people from 49 
locations near the coast relocated to 101 shelters. 
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September 2007—A series of strong earthquakes hit the island of Sumatra where millions 
of people are still recovering from the deadly earthquakes and tsunami of December 2004.  
 
In times of disaster, victims are often cut off from international help by debris, lack of 
roads, and airstrips that are unable to accommodate larger planes. MAF aircraft and 
communications networks are able to overcome the barriers posed by rugged terrain and 
disabled local communications systems.

Primitive tribes living in hidden enclaves are typically enslaved 
by the fear of spirits and of the outside world. Often the 
difficulties in reaching them prevent or hinder ministry efforts 
and access to the Gospel. 
 
With few transportation options and lack of modern means of 
communication, thousands of dedicated Christian workers face 
overwhelming barriers to bring God’s love and His Word to 
the lost and hurting.  
 
Travel is painfully slow, whether walking over dangerous 
jungle trails, riding astride a donkey over steep mountain 
paths, or navigating treacherous rivers aboard a dugout canoe.  
 
Communications systems are severely limited and unreliable. It 
may take weeks or months for a message to reach its 
destination. 
 
To nurture the emerging indigenous Church, indigenous 
pastors and church leaders with little or no resources 
increasingly need the services of MAF. 
 
In hundreds of interviews conducted among missionaries and 
agencies that depend on MAF, the great need for its flight and 
communication services is evident. Many organizations state 
that they would be unable to continue their work without MAF. 
����

MAF has done a great service to the cause of Christ’s work 
around the world … I have rejoiced over the MAF ministry 
when traveling over the jungles to a missionary outpost 
hardly reachable by other means.

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The plight of people isolated by overwhelming geographic barriers gave impetus to the 
formation of MAF to aid missionaries in their God-given mandate to take the Gospel to  
the world. 
 

To this end, MAF serves more than 1,000 missions, ministries, and humanitarian 
organizations throughout the globe.  
 

Since 1945, MAF has brought the hope of Christ to those 
who languish in isolation and live under spiritual and 
physical oppression.  
 
Every day, MAF deploys a full range of aviation, 
communications, and distance education services to support 
and advance the Gospel and ministry efforts throughout 
Africa, Asia, Eurasia, and Latin America.  
 
MAF provides access to basic services such as healthcare, 
education, leadership development, skills training, crisis 
relief, and community development¾ services otherwise 
unavailable in remote and isolated locations. 
 
Around the world, MAF brings hope where there is despair, 
lifesaving assistance where there is suffering, and Christ's 
transforming love to millions. 
 
In many developing countries, aviation is a highly respected 
vocation, and MAF is warmly welcomed. MAF technical 
expertise frequently opens doors otherwise closed to more 
traditional missionary work. 

 
The MAF reputation for safety even affords direct contact 
with government leaders, who often choose MAF planes 
over other aviation companies or modes of transportation. 
 
Likewise, MAF has developed strong relationships  
with numerous indigenous leaders, and leverages these  
relationships to open doors for the Gospel.

In 1956, the world was horrified to learn 
that five missionaries were killed¾  
including MAF pilot Nate Saint¾ as 
they tried to reach a remote jungle tribe 
of Waodani (then Auca) Indians in 
Ecuador.

Pilots, mechanics, 
administrators, technicians, logistics experts, teachers, and distance education specialists, 
as well as their spouses¾ all are light to a world in darkness.  
 
Whether leading a passenger to Christ, showing the “JESUS” film, transporting lifesaving 
medicines, evacuating injured villagers, servicing an email hub, teaching children, or 
training nationals, MAF missionaries live Jesus' Great Commission.

In 2008, the MAF fleet of 52 aircraft executed 
36,831 flights, logged more than 2.67 million 
miles, transported 120,343 passengers, and 
delivered 10,305,607 pounds of cargo¾ all on 
1,700 rough, unimproved dirt and grass airstrips 
as well as waterways.  
 
In the past 12 months, MAF planes saved 
Christian and humanitarian workers 63,460 
days of travel time¾¾¾¾ or 262.2 work years 
redeemed for productive Kingdom work!  
 
These flights support Christian workers, evangelists, teachers, and medical personnel, as well 
as relief and development workers. MAF planes haul food, seed, and livestock; transport the 
sick and injured; deliver doctors, medicine, and relief supplies; and carry the materials for a 
better life to people who need it most—people others cannot reach. 
 
MAF airplanes are often the only safe and reliable means of transportation for those 
involved in ministry. In regions without trafficable roads, MAF typically can reduce a 
missionary’s all-day trek by foot to a mere 20-minute flight. 

When I climb out of the airplane and say, “Good morning” to the villagers, I think, “This is just 
amazing! Thank you, Lord, that I get to do this!” ����������� —Steve Richards, MAF Missionary/Pilot, Papua 
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Every 7 minutes, in some of the most remote places on earth, an MAF aircraft either takes 
off or lands. 
 
One MAF airplane can haul one-half ton of cargo into a region that would otherwise require a 
train of pack animals, several guides, and weeks of grueling effort to reach by land.  
 
In 1970, only a quarter of MAF passengers were indigenous people. Today, they represent the 
majority. Indigenous evangelists and missionary groups—the fruit of earlier missionary efforts—
are increasingly seeking and reaching the lost and hurting in their own countries. 
 

CCoommmmuunnii ccaatt ii oonnss¾¾ IIn many developing countries of the world, both voice and data 
communications are severely limited or unreliable. 
 
Because of their remoteness and lack of 
resources, many locations are not serviced by 
phone lines. The supply of electricity is severely 
limited or intermittent at best. Conflicts or natural 
disasters may have destroyed any infrastructure. 
In numerous isolated regions, climatic conditions 
do not favor the use of some of the wireless 
technologies that work well elsewhere.  
 
Yet in all such challenging situations, MAF 
brings appropriate technology to deliver reliable 
and affordable communications to frontline 
workers.   
 
In some locales, MAF utilizes HF/VHF (high frequency and very 
high frequency) radios for email communications. The 
availability of higher throughput connections allows a large 
number of MAF users to collaborate effectively with colleagues 
around the world.  
 
MAF VSAT (high-speed Internet connections via broadband 
satellite) brings email, fax, and voice communications wherever 
people minister. No place on earth is out of reach. Teams can work effectively even when 
separated by continents. 
 
In many developing nations without traditional landline phone service, MAF is helping to 
leverage cell phone technology to provide personal, mobile voice and data communications. 
Far from being a luxury, such services multiply the effectiveness of the resources available in 
the mission field.   
 

MAF is installing new radios in more than 60 villages throughout the Ecuadorian jungle to allow the 
villagers to provide up-to-the-minute weather reports, call for help in times of medical emergencies, 
and help coordinate different missionary flights. Manuel, the MAF chaplain of the Ecuador program, 
gives a devotional each morning via radio. For many villagers without a church, this is the only 
regular Bible teaching they receive.� �������������������������� —Kevin Borror, MAF Missionary/Pilot, Ecuador 
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Never before has the global Christian community been so well connected. As for that “last 
mile” of needed connectivity beyond the wired world, MAF deploys a whole range of proven 
solutions for individuals, hospitals, schools, seminaries, and mission centers. Any indigenous 
church leader, isolated missionary, or development worker can subscribe to MAF 
communications services.

MAF responds quickly and effectively to save lives and ease suffering caused by accidents, 
disease, disasters, and deadly epidemics.   
 

In many remote villages of the world, the only ambulance service that can reach emergency 
cases is a small MAF plane flying from a short, unimproved runway. During medical flights, 
MAF staff members witness to patients about the love of Christ, often saving souls, as well as 
lives.  
 

Thousands are saved each year because MAF 
“wings of mercy” transport doctors, nurses, and 
medicines to patients in minutes instead of 
weeks. And many epidemics are prevented by  
massive immunization campaigns whose 
workers are flown in by MAF.   
 

Every day, MAF transports tons of vital 
emergency and medical cargo. In hundreds of 
remote areas, clinics and hospitals can receive 
medicine, medical equipment, and supplies only 
if they are flown to them as cargo aboard an MAF airplane.  
 

MAF communications networks advance healthcare as well. Remote field clinics can maintain 
contact with large hospitals via HF radios connected to computers powered by solar panels, 
which relay email messages via satellite.

International respond to disasters or work in areas of drought, poverty, and oppression, they 
often depend on MAF. An indispensable 
partner in their efforts to alleviate suffering, 
MAF transports food, medicines, and supplies 
for relief programs.  
 
In the wake of natural disasters and civil wars, 
MAF airplanes can take off and land on short, 
crude airstrips to reach those in greatest need.  
 
During crises, MAF provides reliable, timely 
delivery of emergency supplies and personnel. 
Food arrives in time to alleviate hunger; 
medicines and emergency medical evacuations 
save lives; and goods and supplies improve living conditions. 
 
MAF communications further facilitate relief programs. Relief efforts are more easily coordinated 
through MAF technology networks, even when an entire nation has lost electrical power. 
 

The equipping needs in theological education throughout the world are 
overwhelming. We are pleased with the desire, experience, and resources 
MAF-LT brings to Latin America as we partner together to equip Latin 
American leaders. Making the resources and technology accessible and usable 
to evangelical leaders to respond to the pressing theological needs leaders face 
is critical to the growth and strengthening of the (indigenous) church.

More and more, we are seeing the local Haitian Church take on the responsibility of reaching Haiti 
for Christ. It’s thrilling to see the torch being passed to the indigenous people of this dark country 
where we serve.     —Will White, MAF Missionary Pilot, Haiti 
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In September 2008, the island nation of Haiti was battered by four deadly storms that left a path 
of destruction in their wake. Horrific floods killed hundreds of people and destroyed homes, 
animals, and crops. Roadways were washed away, cutting off entire towns. 
 
As the storms subsided, MAF was granted 
a special flight permit, allowing it to fly 
survey teams from the International Red 
Cross to assess the damage. Though one 
of its airstrips was under as much as eight 
feet of water, MAF was able to airdrop 
shipments of food, water, and medical 
supplies. The MAF team in Haiti worked 
around the clock, providing relief flights 
for organizations such as Samaritan’s 
Purse, Christian Aid Ministries, and Union 
Evangelique Baptiste d’Haiti.  
 
When Cyclone Sidr struck Bangladesh in November 2007, an MAF amphibious plane was the 
first civilian aircraft to respond, flying aid agency staff and government officials to assess the 
severity of the damage. 
 
The cyclone left roads covered with debris and fallen trees, making it impossible for relief 
agencies to reach the devastated villages. In one day, MAF received over 250 requests for 
flights. 
 
In September 2007, Hurricane Felix struck the northern Caribbean coast of Nicaragua with 
Category Five strength. Fifty thousand people were directly affected with some 130 deaths; 8,000 
houses were destroyed; and another 9,000 partially destroyed.   
 
In response to this crisis, a Cessna T206 from the MAF Mexico program and personnel from 
MAF headquarters in Nampa were sent to support relief operations in the more remote areas. 
Within days, a fully operational “air bridge” enabled the delivery of relief supplies from 
Managua to meet the urgent needs in the coastal communities. 
  
In January 2005, MAF was first on the scene in Meulaboh, Sumatra, to provide disaster relief to 
tsunami survivors. Landing on river inlets and pieces of remaining roads, MAF planes reached 
people who otherwise might have been overlooked. Two years later, MAF continues to provide  
transportation to support rebuilding efforts. An MAF plane is a welcome sight to people who 
have lost so much. 
 
 

When our OFCB friends ministering in Bayonnais were in trouble, we turned to MAF 
for help. MAF was a godsend. They coordinated the flights, kept me up-to-date on the 
progress of the mission, and made it possible to deliver much needed food to a starving 
community. MAF is the hands and feet of Jesus Christ in Haiti. They are truly a blessing 
to those who are close to the heart of God—the poorest of the poor.

In isolated regions, using a full range of aviation, communications, and distance education services, 
MAF helps meet some of the most basic human needs, thereby gradually improving the 
quality of life for the local population. MAF helps improve living conditions and enables 
thousands of families to develop safe, healthy, and productive communities. 
 
MAF missionary-pilots assist in community development by transporting Christian staff and 
needed supplies for health and community improvement projects, as well as devoting many 
hours of personal time.

For example, in Mali, MAF has enabled dozens of 
water projects that provide clean and safe drinking 
water for thousands of people. Digging water wells 
by hand has opened opportunities to share the 
Gospel with grateful villagers.  
 
In one village where MAF staff dug a well, 92 
villagers made commitments to Christ and are now 
being discipled by a Malian pastor. To date, 
thousands of Malians have become Christians as a 
result of dozens of new wells. 
 
Likewise, MAF solar panels enhance village resources. By providing electrical power, children 
who need to work in the fields by day are able to study at night. They remain in school, gain an 
education, and thus begin to break the cycle of illiteracy and poverty. 
 
For example, in Haiti, 1,500 tilapia (a quickly reproducing species of fish) were loaded aboard 
an MAF flight destined for a Haitian orphanage. The goal was to provide its sixty-some 
children with a continual supply of food and much-needed protein. A local ministry supplies 
tilapia from breeding ponds for transport to many locations. Once people are trained to care for 
and feed this fast-growing fish, they benefit from a renewable food supply.

MAF operates one of the most expensive yet cost-effective ministries in the mission world. The 
tools used are some of the costliest:  airplanes, aviation fuel, satellite technology, computers, and 
HF/VHF radio networks. In return, each year MAF aviation alone redirects more than 63,000 
workdays of unproductive travel time into fruitful ministry.    
 
This year, it will require $38.5 million to operate ongoing programs, launch new initiatives, 
expand services, and conduct a capital campaign. Total funding from support raised by MAF 
missionary staff, field revenue,1 and the MAF Foundation amounts to $31,649,310 or 82 percent 
of total ministry costs. We seek the remaining 18 percent¾ or $6,857,610¾ from caring 
partners:  individuals, churches, and foundations.
